Budget Considerations*.
	Airfare:


	· $350-$650 (depending on time of year and airline deals.) this is arranged on your end, we only need the flight information as soon as you have it confirmed.

	ROOM & BOARD:
	· $60-75 suggested love gift WEEKLY for the hosting family (will depend if includes food, the duration, some houses will include internet, laundry, others might not.)


	Extra Food:
	· Average for a McDonalds Meal is $5; water bottle $0.75, a home-cooked meal at a small diner, can be up to $3.50.  You might spend several meals outside of the home per week.
· If there are special needs on your diet, send that information ahead of time.  

	Transportation:
	· $5-15 day (Depending again of the ministry that you will be at.  Sometimes you will have to get a cab, or give a love gift to the person that will give you a ride). It won’t be every day. 

	Ministry Project(s):
	¿? Determined by you and the goals of your internship/time with us.  

	ministry love gift:
	· $100.  This is simply a suggestion to give to the main ministry with whom you are working. Depends on projects and other factors.

	Cell Phones:

	· $15-20 for buying a cell phone. We highly suggest that if you are staying longer than 2 weeks, you can get a cheap cell phone for your personal use, receiving and making calls locally and to the US.
· $15-$75 for phone cards per month. Depending on how much you use it, and sometimes $15 is worth from 100 to 300 minutes locally and to the US.

	Suggested EdT donation:
	· $100.  One time gift. (Goes towards EdT Budget for serving the interns with resources and training).

	Travel Insurance:

	· $25-$50(optional, on your own arrangements.)

	Sight Seeing
& day off:

	· $10-$45 per excursion.
Depends greatly on your preferences. Includes costs of food, transportation, special excursions, etc.

	Souvenirs:
	· $50-$75 suggested amount. Again, depends on your preferences.

	Closing Dinner:
	$75-$100 (Depending on number of people and restaurant choice).
***Optional event.  Suggested for you to invite the persons that were around you during your time in the country: your host family, host ministry, EdT Staff, new friends, etc.

	Exit Tax:
	· $3/person

	Unforseen Expenses:
	· $25-$50 (for emergencies and/or expenses not anticipated)

	INMUNIZATIONS
	· Costs vary widely? (It is typically recommended for travel to Guatemala to secure immunizations for Hepatitus A, Typhoid and one should have up to date Tetanus shots. See manual for more detailed information.  


· These are estimates that will fluctuate depending on the intern’s unique needs/desires.  A final budget plan should be presented one month before the arrival to Guatemala.
·  You can either bring cash, or use your debit cards throughout the trip.  Please avoid bringing traveller’s checks as there are very few places that accept them.  Visa is the most widely accepted card in Guatemala.
· Important:  All US banks apply a charge of 2% over every transaction (purchases, withdrawals, etc.) you make using a debit card in a foreign country.  Please keep this in mind when making your decision as to how you want to handle the monies, and inform your bank that you will be using your cards during your time overseas.[image: image1.png]
